The chart also does not
show the actual number of after-hours calls received, only the calls staff responded to out in

the field.

Routine service request calls are: Abandonment, female in heat, public assistance, loose animal

reports, noise (barking dogs), paid pick up (owner surrender), and animal zoning complaints.

Priority service request calls are: Animals in distress / injured, live animals causing a traffic

hazard, government agency assist (police/fire/etc.), vicious (aggressive animal), and loose livestock

complaints.

Bite Investigations: Initial response, secondary investigative responses, and quarantining of biting

animals.

Rabies Service Request: Health checks of quarantined animals, quarantine violations, and rabies

exposure (wild animal) reports
